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Growing the Economy & Creating Jobs
Ontario was hit hard by the global recession. But despite this huge challenge, Ontarians did 
what they always do. They pulled together to turn things around. Mississauga South was a part 
of that. And the government took action to help.

Ontario invested millions into Mississauga’s hospitals, libraries, pools, community centres, 
and public transit. These and other infrastructure investments in Peel region are creating and 
supporting 4,800 jobs.

We also streamlined our tax system, cut personal income taxes and cut business 
taxes.

In fact, Ontario is now leading the country in job recovery and 
outpacing the US and Europe!

Protecting the Environment
Protecting our sensitive environment isn’t just about clean air and water – it’s also about 
our health.

That’s why we celebrated the demolition of the old Lakeview coal plant and are shutting 
down all the dirty coal plants in the province, replacing them with clean, green energy.

Ontario is protecting our sensitive waterways – including the Credit River through 
support for Credit Valley Conservation and running a salmon stocking program.

We also know that our waterfront has enormous potential. Together, we worked hard to 
put forward a positive plan for a revitalized waterfront that will make us the envy of the 
world.

Now, we’ve brought the Ontario government and the City together to work on making 
that vision a reality.

Investing in Education
We’ve made amazing progress in our schools.

Since 2003, funding for our local boards has increased dramatically. The Peel 
District School Board’s funding is up almost 80% since 2003 and they’ve hired over 
900 more teachers. For the Dufferin Peel Catholic District School Board, funding is 
up more than 50% and they now have over 520 more teachers in the classroom.

Thanks to provincial investments and the hard work of parents and teachers, test 
scores, graduation rates and post secondary enrolment are all up. Ontario also has 
North America’s only Full Day Kindergarten program, set to be available in every 
school by 2014.

All the while, our kids have not missed a single day of school because of strikes or 
confl icts

Supporting Public Health Care
We are fortunate to have two of the fi nest hospitals in Ontario, right here in our 
community. Trillium and Credit Valley have both recently built new wings.

The provincial government has substantially increased their funding to help them 
provide more MRIs and more cancer screenings.

Ontario’s investments in doctors, nurses, and personal support workers have 
helped us cut wait times for surgeries and emergency rooms. So much so that 
Ontario now has the lowest surgical wait times in the country!

We’ve also made sure that over a million more Ontarians have access to primary 
care, including 10,000 people in our community thanks to the Summerville Family 
Heath Team.
